• 1998 The Public Infrastructure Maintenance Group is formed to provide public works maintenance services 
for the newly constructed toll way – E-470 in Denver, CO.  

• 2002 – The company becomes American Civil Constructors (ACC). 
• 2008 – American Civil Constructors acquires Perry Lake Management to expand the business into lake 

management services.  
• 2009 – The Landscape and Public Works Maintenance Divisions become independent of ACC under the 

new brand, Terracare Associates. 
• 2011 – The company serves over 400 diverse clients, many with multiple properties, and has grown to over 

400 employees.

In 1985, Todd Williams began providing landscape maintenance services to commercial clients and growth came 
quickly. After the first year, well over one hundred clients were being served, setting the stage for rapid annual 
growth. In 1998, the company began its first venture into public works maintenance with the completion of 
Colorado’s first toll road – E470.  The strategy developed as a result of the toll way’s need for adequate 
maintenance services at the conclusion of the construction in an unincorporated part of the Denver area.  
Then in 2008, the company became involved in the privatization of the public works services for the City of 
Centennial, CO which is the largest transition from public sector to private enterprise in the United States to 
date. Since then, the company has continued to grow its landscape maintenance and public infrastructure 
maintenance opportunities. In May of 2009, the company re-branded itself as Terracare Associates. 
 
The last 25 years have seen significant growth and change at Terracare Associates. In 2010, the company bolstered 
its position as a leader in the industry by re-organizing its operations business and improving its focus on customer 
service and business development, a move that proved successful as the industry struggled in a post 9-11 
environment. Since then, the company has implemented a safety training program, expanded the plant health 
maintenance team, grew its management team to include IT, human resources, sales, and marketing professionals 
and established a distinct company culture. Today the company has grown to over 400 employees.
